➢ The lunch will be a picnic style so can be taken home if you wish to take your child 

at 12.30pm.  
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➢ If your child usually takes a packed lunch and wishes to have the picnic style lunch 

please send in £2.60 as normal.  

➢ Sport’s Day will take place on the bottom playground. You may wish to park at the 

entrance to the Shepherd’s Glen gate for ease of access.  

➢ Families and friends are welcome to attend.  

➢ Dogs/Smoking/Vaping are not permitted inside the school grounds.  

➢ Refreshments will be available for families and friends at a small cost. 

➢ Please send £1 to school with your child to cover the cost of a drink and a tuck bag.  

➢ Your child will be part of a HOUSE TEAM so will be asked to wear a specific-

coloured t-shirt. Ask your child what his/her colour is. The younger children will be 

given a note with their colour. 

➢ Please apply sun cream and provide a sun hat to protect from the sun.  

➢ The children will remain with their class and under the supervision of the class 

teacher throughout the Sport’s activities.
