We would
encourage you to contact the school if you have any concerns or queries so that
your questions can be answered quickly or where necessary an appointment can be
arranged.

As we get the school year off to a busy start it is important to share some
important information relating to policies and procedures that are in place to
ensure the safety and well-being of the whole school community.

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MORNING ARRANGEMENTS

Early bird Club-8.15am
The school opens at 8.15am. Mrs King will supervise the children in the hall.

Breakfast Club-8.30am

All pupils (P1-P7) can attend the Breakfast Club and must bring a donation for
breakfast items. Until the building works are complete breakfast will be served in
the staffroom.

Morning Supervision-8.30am
P1 pupils will be supervised from 8.30am-9.00am in the P1 classroom. Mrs Mc
Naught will supervise the children.

P2 pupils will also now be supervised in their classroom from 8.30am-9.00am. Miss
Mc Clelland will supervise the children.

P7 pupils will go to their classrooms upstairs until the building works are complete.
Miss Lynch will supervise the children.

P3, P4, P5 and Pé pupils will wait quietly in the hall from 8.30am-9.00am where
they will also be supervised by staff.

A short prayer assembly takes places at 8.55 am sharp. The pupils then filter to
their classrooms at 9.00 am. It is important that children are not late for school.

END OF SCHOOL DAY ARRANGEMENTS

P1 and P2 children finish school daily at 2.00pm however, if you wish your child is
welcome to attend our BUTTERFLIES CLUB-2.00-3.00PM.

These arrangements will begin fomorrow Monday 2" September 2019.

P4-P7 pupils finish school at 3.00pm. (Please note no 3.00-4.00pm clubs in the
first week)

All P1-P3 pupils should be collected by a responsible adult known to the pupil and
staff. Any changes in home fime arrangements should be made known to us via the
office or in a written note to the teacher.



Until the building works are completed all pupils will be brought out to the infant
reception playground. Please wait until the class teacher releases your child. P3
pupils are now big boys and girls so there is no need to come into the school to
collect them. If you need to see the class teacher, please ask Mrs Ashford in the
office o arrange this for you.

If your child has permission to walk home, please complete the consent slip and
return to the class teacher as soon as possible.
